What is Bullying?
Bullying is a demonstration of negative
behaviour that causes anxiety and distress.
This behaviour is repetitive and creates an
imbalance of power.

Bullying can also be an attitude as well as
an action.

Examples of bullying behaviour:

e Verbal — name calling, threats, put-
downs, racism.

e Physical — negative body language,
hitting, punching, tripping, kicking, biting.

e Social — deliberate exclusion from the
group, ignoring.

¢ Emotional — pursuing, spreading
rumours, hiding and/or damaging
possessions.
